ABSTRACT

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The presented work deals with public contracts in the energy industry. The work 

describes the methodology of placing public contracts for construction work in the 

energy industry and explores the application of the Act on Public Contracts according to 

specific practical examples. The first chapter deals with the legislation governing public 

contracts in the Czech Republic and the reason for its existence. The second chapter 

describes the methodology of the ordering party at placing the public contracts in the 

field of energy. The third chapter covers the situation in the construction work market 

for energy companies, and also summarizes the activities of the interested parties and 

contenders in the negotiating process with promulgation. The fourth and fifth chapter 

describe and evaluate the application of the Act on Public Contracts in the energy field 

in specific examples. One of the objectives of the work was to describe the 

methodology of placing public contracts in the energy sector. The main objective was to
